	Q1
	What is the period of performance?

	A1
	The period of performance is 5/1/2026 through 6/30/2027. Extensions to this period of performance will not be available for this sub-grant cycle.

	

	Q2
	Will projects such as trainings that occur before 5/1/2026 be eligible?

	A2
	Any costs incurred prior to the execution of a sub-grant agreement will not be eligible for reimbursement. 

	

	Q3
	Are volunteer fire departments eligible for the sub-grant?

	A3
	Yes, volunteer fire departments are eligible for the sub-grant. Applicants must have a Unique Entity Identifier (UEI) number to apply. Any entities who do not have a UEI number should apply through their corresponding municipality or county.

	

	Q4
	Are only departments with HazMat Technician qualified personnel eligible to apply?

	A4
	No, a department does not have to have or seek to obtain HazMat Technician-level personnel to be eligible for the sub-grant.

	

	Q5
	Is the state already conducting a state-wide Commodity Flow Study?

	A5
	DHSEM has secured funding to conduct a Commodity Flow Study at the following locations:
· I-25 and I-40 interchange (Albuquerque Metro Area)
· US-550 north to the Colorado border
· I-10 west to the Arizona border
· US-54 / US-70 corridor in Otero County
· US-285 and US-62/180 corridor in southeast NM
At this time, DHSEM is working through procurement. No contract has been signed as of 3/27/2026.

	I am confused how the match works in the example budget given in Appendix D. Can you please provide clarification

	A7
	The example includes all cash match. The total amount of funding needed to implement the activity is $12,428.00 cash. The example shows 20% of that total being provided as cash match. If the applicant is proposing using soft match (not cash) for this same example activity, the total cash needed would still be $12,428.00 and the non-federal match would be an additional $3,107 for a total project cost of $15,535. 

	

	Q8
	On the Certification Sheet, does the ‘Total Amount of Funds Requested’ refer to both federal share and non-federal share?

	A8
	Yes, on the Certification Sheet (page 3 of the Application), “Total Amount of Funds Requested” must include both the federal and non-federal share. 



	

	Q9
	Is the $90,000 identified in the Funding Announcement all federal share or total project amount?

	A9
	The $90,000 is the federal share that DHSEM will allocate. The Applicant must provide the additional 20% for each activity.

	

	Q10
	Are tribes, pueblos, and nations eligible to apply for the sub-grant?

	A10
	Yes, tribes, pueblos, and nations are eligible to apply for the sub-grant. Like any other entity, they must have a UEI to apply.
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
